I knew that someday I’d be able to live my wildest
dreams: to live and travel freely outside the camp that was enclosed with
barbed wires. It has been well over 13 years since the Lord answered my
prayer and everyday I am still in awe of the ways the Lord has continually
shown up in my life. Everyday, whether I recognize it or not, I would be :
eventually reminded that the Lord is good and that the God who answered my
prayer as a little girl inside the refugee camp is still the same God who is
listening to my prayers as an adult.

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White Cross Information

Since White Cross has been a designated ministry of International Ministries and American Baptist Home Mission
Societies, the PNW Region Board has voted to no longer have a Coordinator of White Cross on the Board. If your
AMW Ministries group would like to continue this vital ministry, you can still do so.

White Cross is a program through which American Baptists provide needed supplies to diversified ministries within
the mission program of American Baptist Home Mission Societies (ABHMS) and International Ministries. It is es-
sential to the support of the work of both American Baptist Home Mission Societies and International Ministries. It
is the joining of mission center workers with local church workers in a united ministry and it is an avenue whereby
we as Christians can show our interest in and love for persons of all races and nationalities.

White Cross dates back to April 1919 when women in Ohio organized a mission society called the White Cross Ser-
vice League. Later that year, both International Ministries and AB Home Mission Societies adopted the White Cross
Service program and decided to unite the efforts while keeping two divisions, “overland” and “overseas.”

Through International Ministries, Overseas White Cross supports the work of our missionaries and our mission part-
ners in the Democratic Republic of Congo, India, the Philippines, and Thailand as they serve in programs of educa-
tion, evangelism, community service, and medical care. White Cross also goes to support missions in Myanmar,
Haiti, El Salvador, Nicaragua, and the Dominican Republic, Bulgaria, Burundi, Cambodia, China, Chile, Cuba, Pan-
ama, Republic of Georgia, Liberia, Palestine, Romania, and Rwanda. Items requested through Overseas White Cross
included roller bandages that are sent to the Congo as well as other hand made items and monetary gifts.

Through AB Home Mission Societies, Overland White Cross provides important aid to 60 authorized mission sites.
These sites include children’s homes and Christian Center work in Alaska; ministries with Native Americans in Ari-
zona, Nevada, Montana, and Oklahoma; Neighborhood Action Christian Centers in urban areas across the country;
Race Track ministries; New Church Plants; Asian and Hispanic ministries with community outreach programs; and
churches in Puerto Rico as well as a few caring ministry partners. Items requested through Overland White Cross
include arts and crafts, school supplies, clothing, hand made items and monetary gifts.

As most of you know I have been given the gift of knowing a lot of songs. When Covid 19 first started it was around
the time of my 75" birthday and I had told my kids I liked “Nobody but Jesus.” My daughter Jennifer sang it for me
at my party on the 14™ of March.

The later part of May I came home and my song became, “The God on the Mountain” He’s still God in the valley
when things go wrong He’ll make them right; and the God of the good times He’s still God in the bad times the God
of the Day He’s still God in the night.

I sing these songs to remind myself that no matter how much I dislike this time in all our lives; God is still there and
I can be negative and gripe and complain or I can look for His blessing.

I don’t like that my church isn’t open, but my daughter Jacque’s church in Mt Vernon is so I’ve been worshipping
with some new brothers and sisters.

I listen to my daughter who now has a college senior and a 4™ grader at home. She and her kids along with several
others I know wish school could be back in session. My daughter works for Social Security from home so she has a
steady income. My granddaughter who is a Kindergarten bilingual teacher wishes she could teach in person. She’s
still got a job and was able to purchase her first home.

I had a difficult week or two, but Jocie and Rosie came
to help and I kept singing, When you don’t move the mountains, I’m needing You to move, when you don’t part the
waters I wish I could walk through, when you don’t give the answers as I cry out to you, “I will trust,” I will trust, I
will trust in you.

I say all this to say I don’t like Covid and I don’t like the negative impact its had and is having ,but [ know The One
who wins in the end and I can “Count My Blessing.” 1 got a lot of scrapbooks done that have needed to be done for
years. I didn’t have the time before. While Jocie had to do most of the lifting my entire house has been gone
through and I was able to bless other people with two car loads full of things. Because of this time other people have
cleaned out and I was able to get donations of clothes and shoes to our church for distribution. I’ve gotten time to
call more people and pray with them and I’ve had paramedics, a ferry worker, old friends, and my children bless me
in numerous ways.

I would ask each of you to stop and think of what blessings you have received during this time and what is the song
or songs you can sing because of this. Share this with each other and others that need to hear something positive.

Remember “In Shady Green Pastures” so rich and so sweet God leads His dear children along. Where the waters
cool flow bathes the weary one’s feet God leads His dear children along. Some through the waters, some through the
flood, some through the fire, but all through the blood; some through great sorrow, but God gives a song in the night
seasons and all the day long.”

Even if you think you can’t sing; let Him lead you and give you a song.
